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Nowadays, the use of information technology for the administration of education
is necessary for new-age administrators to improve the efficiency of educational
management in schools rapidly in line with Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary Education
Service Area Office 4’s policy to promote the use of information technology in the
administration and management of teaching and learning to develop the quality of
education thoroughly and effectively. Therefore, most problems of the management
of administrators in school is weak knowledge about information technology, and
lack of motivation for teachers to develop themselves continuously. This resulted in
the management system delaying management of various tasks, so the use of information
technology for management of schools is important for administrators to improve the
efficiency of educational management in schools. The purpose of this research was
to study the use of information technology for Management of Schools under
Nakhon Si Thammarat Primary Education Service Area Office 4. The population was
1,761 administrators and teachers. The samples were 317 administrators and teachers
selected by simple random sampling. The data were collected by questionnaire with
a reliability of 0.88. The data were analyzed by using basic statistics, mean, and standard
deviation. The statistics used were t-test and F-test.

The research found that for the use of information technology for administration

of schools, the overall score and scores for each aspect were at a high level sorted



by average to descending order: human resource administration, academic administration,
budget administration and general administration. The results of the comparison of
the use of information technology for the administration of schools were statistically
significant at the 0.05 level. When classified by educational background it was found
that the overall and individual aspects are different at the 0.05 level and classified by
teaching experience. When considering each aspect it was found that the academic
administration, budget management was not different in the opinions of management.
There were statistically significant differences at the 0.05 level. Therefore, school
administrators should develop personnel and training on the use of information
technology for use in teaching and learning. The management of the school and the
technology should be developed to be up-to-date and operate in a cost-effective

manner which benefits the quality of learners and the community.
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
